Al bert D. Caddell was ASSE National 6s Ex ec utCGaddell ABdwaet ar y
created in 1952, in his honor.

The documents that describe the purpose of the award and how points were determined have long since been lost.
However, it is known that it was the first award of the society that recognized chapter achievement. The award was is-
sued nationally and regionally from 1952-53 through the 1969-70 Chapter year. Typical subject areas included; training
and education, communication, public relations, community safety, technical papers, membership and meeting atten-
dance, standards development and research, to name a few.

What is also known is that each chapter competed with each other, on a national scale, for the award. Winning it was a
significant accomplishment for any chapter.

The Greater Chicago Chapter won its first Caddell Award (the
national award) in 1952-53, the first year of the program we
believe. Based mostly on old newsletter articles, in addition to
1952-53, the Greater Chicago Chapter was fortunate to also
win the national award in 1961-62.

In addition, competing with up to 10 other chapter within the
Central Region, the Greater Chicago Chapter won the
Caddell Central Region Award in 1962-63, 1966-67, and 1968
-69.
